Don’t forget to register for the 

QRC or Clubman 

Championships, and then you 

need to validate your points 

by performing 8 hours as an 

official at a gravel rally. Last 

year there were 40 

competitors registered for the 

QRC, but only 16 validated 

their points, so the rest were 

not recognised for Class 

awards. The form can be 

found in the Qld Rally 

Handbook. The competitor fills 

out the “Application for Points 

Validation” form, then the 

Clerk of Course signs it before 

it is sent to CAMS for 

presentation at a QRAP 

meeting where it can be 

ratified.
